Extreme Cuts Proposed Take Action!

On February 3, the House launched its long anticipated assault on housing
and community development programs.

The House Budget Committee proposed setting FY11 spending caps for
domestic discretionary programs at FYO08 levels, dramatically lower than
current funding levels.

To meet these caps and impose additional cuts, the House Appropriations
Committee announced its plan to cut the Transportation, HUD, and Related
Agencies (THUD) Subcommittee’s funding allocation by 18%. This is below
the President’s FY11 budget request and 17% below FY 10 levels, the level at
which programs are now being funded under the continuing resolution.

These cuts would reduce HUD's share of the THUD budget, causing
hundreds of thousands of houscholds currently housed through HUD
programs 1o lose their housing. Cuts at these levels would devastate HUD
programs serving the lowest income, most economically vulnerable
households. HUD announced this week that the number of households
experiencing worst case housing needs, defined as very low income renter
households paying more than half of their income for housing or having other
significant housing problems, increased by 20% between 2007 and 2009.

Please contact your Representative and Senators NOW to let them know
that these cuts are unacceptable and that;

1. HUD programs must be funded at FY10 levels at a minimum,
AND:

2. Three HUD programs must be funded at higher than FY10 levels
to prevent houscholds from being evicted from affordable housing:
o The tenant-based Housing Choice Voucher program requires
more than $900 million over FY 10 levels for rencwals.

1

o The project-based rental assistance program requircs more
than $655 million over FY10 levels for renewals.

o The McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Grants requires
more than $190 million over FY10 levels.

»»* NLIHC Offers Testimony on National Housing Trust Fund and Job Creation at House Financial
Services Hearing

The House Committee on Financial Services held its first hearing of the 112* Congress on January 26,
“Promoting Economic Recovery and Job Creation: The Road Forward.”

Representative Maxine Waters (D-CA) introduced testimony from the NLIHC into the hearing’s record, which
argues capitalizing the National Housing Trust Fund will create jobs. According to the NLIHC testimony, “one
proven way to create jobs is to invest in housing production, preservation, and rehabilitation. Today, there are
over 1.7 million unemployed workers whose last job was in construction. With a 20% unemployment rate, the
construction industry has the highest rate of people looking for work of any industry. Congress could
immediately create much needed construction jobs by funding the National Housing Trust Fund.”

Ms. Waters is the ranking member of the Subcommittee on Capital Markets and Government Spensored
Enterprises, which will have a lead role in the future of U.S. housing finance and reform of Fannic Mac and
Freddie Mac. Ranking Member Waters said she hopes to take politics out of the discussion as the subcommiittee
moves to review reform of the housing GSEs, Fannic Mac and Freddie Mac.

According (o a hearing schedule released by Committee Chair Spencer Bachus (R-AL) on January 26, the
Subcommittee on Capital Markets is expected to hold a GSE reform hearing on February 9. On January 21, 33
national organizations wrote to the White House (see Memo, 1/21), urging that funding for the NHTF be
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included in the Administration’s proposal to reform Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac. This letter was also
introduced into the hearing record by Ranking Member Waters,

Statements from majority members of the committee, including Chair Bachus, Representatives Judy Biggent (R-
IL), Jeb Hensarling (R-TX), and others, focused on the regulatory uncertainty businesses face in the wake of
2010's Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act and health care reform, and on the
importance of cutting both entitlement and discretionary spending.

In his opening statement, Chair Bachus said, “We begin this work faced with an oncoming rush of more than
300 new rules and regulations being written by govemment officials as required by the massive financial
services restructuring bill (Dodd-Frank) adopted last year. This is causing an understandable fixation on the
near-term goal of moderating the negative impact of those regulations and avoiding unnecessary disruptions of
our economy.”

Minority members countered that hearing testimony lacked ways to promote job creation. Representative Nydia
Velazquez (D-NY) asked the hearing’s first panel of four witnesses if they believed the Dodd-Frank Act had
caused small businesses to stop creating new jobs; three said no. Representative Jim Himes (D-CT) spoke about
the significant impact the extension of the Bush tax cuts will have on the federal debt.

At a January 25 mark up to officially organize the Committee, Chair Bachus pointed to sustainable economic
growth and job creation as the Committee’s highest goals, and he highlighted American exceptionalism in free
market enterprises, the principles of economic and market freedoms and individual economic initiatives.
Committce Ranking Member Bamney Frank (D-MA) made a brief statement encouraging openness,
transparency and bi-partisan cooperation in the new Committee.

*#** NLIHC Urges Funding for NHTF in Comment on State of the Union Address

Commenting on President Barack Obama’s State of the Union Address, the National Low Income Housing
Coalition praised the President’s focus on targeted investments in innovation, education and infrastructure, but
cautioned that the vision the President described could not be achieved without increased investment in
affordable housing.

“I applaud the President’s vision for the future, especially his emphasis an assuring our children have the best
possible education,” said NLTHC President Sheila Crowley in a press release dated January 26, “But children
cannot make the most of what their schools have to offer if their families lack safe and stable homes. 1 hope that
the President intends to include affordable housing in the list of infrastructure improvements and to spare safety
net housing programs from the spending freeze.”

According to the NLIHC press release, the National Housing Trust Fund is an infrastructure program that will
reduce the shortage of affordable rental homes, create thousands of jobs, and bring immediate gains 1o national,
state and local economies.

NLIHC noted that it is possible to invest in affordable rental housing while also reducing the budget deficit
through a restructuring of the mortgage interest deduction. By changing the deduction to a credit for low and
middle income homebuyers, the savings could be used to reduce the deficit and capitalize the National Housing
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Trust Fund. In this way, the United States could strengthen its economy, protect its most vulnerable citizens,
and create the conditions necessary for children to excel.

*+* New Report Calls for Funding of NHTF
The Center for American Progress (CAP) released a report January 27 outlining reforms for the mortgage
finance system including funding for the National Housing Trust Fund (NHTF).

The report, titled “4 Responsible Market for Housing Finance: A Progressive Plan to Reform the U.S.
Secondary Market for Residential Morigages,” recommends developing a new housing finance system that
ensures funds for mortgages will be available every day and in every community; is structured to prevent the
boom and bust cycles that lead 10 our current economic problems; provides transparency and standardization so
that consumers, investors and regulators understand the mongage products being offered and can assess their
risk; ensures access to reasonably priced financing for both homeownership and rental housing; and protects the
consumer against predatory practices.

Included in these principles are three specific goals: preserving the availability of 30-year fixed-rate mongages;
rebalancing U.S. housing policy so that private markets are the primary source of decent affordable rental
housing, with public support where deep subsidy is needed; and ensuring that a broad array of large and small
mortgage lenders have access to secondary market finance.

The report calls for replacing the current system with one that will provide explicit government support for a
standard type of mortgage product. Under this new system, the federal govemnment will provide guarantees
through private entities, called chartered mortgage institutions (CMI), to investors in a standardized mortgage
backed security (MBS). This guarantee will be fully paid for by fees on the MBS and will only come into play
when the capital and other resources of the CMI are depleted.

To meet market needs the private sector is unlikely to address, such as mortgage credit for underserved
borrowers and communities and for small multifamily loans, the CAP proposal would place a fee on all
mortgage backed securities, both those guaranteed by the CMIs and those developed and sold without any
govemment backing.

This fee would be used to capitalize a Market Access Fund (MAF) to provide credit enhancements and rescarch
and development funding to support innovative solutions to better serve underserved markets. The fee would
also be used to provide an ongoing stream of revenue for the NHTF and the Capital Magnet Fund (CMF), a
Department of Treasury-run fund that provides grants to community development financial institutions and
nonprofits for lowcr income housing and related activities. Both the NHTF and the CMF were created in the
Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 and both were to be funded from contributions from Fannie Mae
and Freddie Mac.

The CAP report estimates that, after a ramp-up period, this fee could generate $4 billion for every $1 trillion of
securities issued each year. The report does not specify what portion of this fec would be used for the MAF, the
NHTF or the CMF.

*** House Resolves to Reduce Non-Defense Discretionary Spending; National Groups Offer
Counterpoint

On January 25, the House of Representatives passed a resolution to reduce non-defense discictionary spending
for FY11 10 FY08 levels or below. House teadership timed the vote to supersede coverage of the President’s
State of the Union speech later that day. The House passed the resolution by a vote of 256 1o 165 with 17
Democratic members voting in favor.

This resolution, H. R. 38, originally limitcd the spending reduction to FY08 levels but was amended during
debate in the House Committee on Rules on January 19 (see Memo, 1/21) to allow funding below FY08 levels.
The resolution does not provide an amount for FY 11 spending, only a threshold of FYO08 or lower levels. The
resolution allows Representative Paul Ryan (R-WI), chair of the House Committec on the Budget, to establish
this FY11 funding level independent from consideration of the Budget Committee, consistent with the rules
package that the Housc adopted at the beginning of the session (see Memo, 1/7).

Representative Jim McGovern (D-MA), repeating concems on the House floor that he raised in the Rules
Committee hearing the week prior (sec Memo, 1/21), argued that the resolution was not accountable to the
American people because it did not include a budget figure and because it “continues the dangerous standard of
letting one person make budget decisions.”

Representative Sheila Jackson Lee (D-TX) said that the resolution is “without substance™ and should instead
have reflected a plan that lawmakers could understand and then vote on. In an effort to illustrate the conflict
between the expected effect of the House resolution and longstanding duties of government, Ms. Jackson Lee
asked, “Do we want a nation that does not invest in education? Do we want a nation that does not invest in
jobs?"

For the House resolution to be implemented, the Senate would need to agree (o establish FY11 discretionary
funding at FYOS or lower levels, an unlikely possibility.

This debate on FY 11 funding levels continues because Congress has not yet passed any FY11 appropriations
bills. The federal govemment is currently funded under a continuing resolution (CR) that expires on March 4
(see Memo, 121). With this deadline fast approaching, Congress is expected to pass another short term CR that
will provide lawmakers with an additional month or more 1o craft an FY11 appropriations plan. The House and
Senate are expected to eventually come to agreement on a long term CR to provide FY11 funding and then
proceed 10 consider the FY 12 budget and appropriations.

The Campaign for Housing and Community Development (CHCDF), a group of 70 national organizations in
which NLIHC participates, sent a letter to House and Senate leadership in advance of this vote, urging members
to prevent damaging cuts to HUD housing and community development programs. The letter emphasized that,
“the burden of deficit reduction should not fall on programs that provide critical support for the nation’s most
vulnerable families and communities.” CHCDF members urged House and Senate leadership to prevent cuts to
HUD programs in order to “shield vulnerable American families from the devastating effects of unaffordable
housing costs, foreclosures and homelessness.”

CHCDF members also issued a press releasc after the vote, criticizing the House resolution. The release
expressed CHCDF members’ views that Congress should “focus on long term stability and recognize that non-
security discretionary spending programs are an extremely small fraction of government spending.”

Continuing the theme of spending reduction proposals, Republican Study Committee Chair Jim Jordan (R-OH)
introduced the Spending Reduction Act of 201 1, which would implement recommendations of the RSC’s recent
report (se¢ Memo, 1/21). The bill, H.R. 408, would amend the CR to reduce non-security discretionary spending

to FYO8 levels. The bil! would also eliminate HUD's Community Development Fund, 1IOPE V1 program and
doctoral dissertation research grants. Mr. Jordan's bill had 24 co-sponsors upon introduction on January 24,

Among the hearings announced by the new chair of the House Committee on Financial Services Spencer
Baucus on January 26 (see article above) is a hearing on HUD's FY12 budget request. The hearing is scheduled
for March 2 at 10 am ET. President Obama is expected to send his proposed FY12 budget request to Capitol
Hill in mid-February.

**+ Senator Johnson Officially Named Chair of Senate Banking Committee

As expected, Senator Tim Johnson (D-SD) was named chair of the Senate Committee on Banking, Housing, and
Urban AfTairs January 27. In his press release, Senator Johnson said that the Committee’s initial priorities will
be implementation of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform bill, and housing finance reform.

“The Administration’s recommendations on housing finance reform are expected 1o be released in the near
future and that will gencrate discussion and help move the debate along. | look forward to an open dialogue to
build consensus around a viable path forward. 1 do not want to further destabilize housing markets or make
homeownership unaffordable for the majority of Americans,” said Senator Johnson.

In addition to Senator Johnson, the other Democratic members of the committee are Senators Jack Reed (RI),
Charles Schumer (NY), Robert Menendez (NJ), Daniel Akaka (HI), Sherrod Brown (OH), Jon Tester (MT),
Herb Kohl (WI), Mark Wamer (VA), Jeff Merkley (OR), Michae! Bennet (CO), and Kay Hagan (NC). Senator
Hagen is new to the committee.

Republican members are Senators Richard Shelby (AL), who continues as ranking member, Mike Crapo (ID),
Bob Corker (TN), Jim DeMint (SC), David Vitter (LA), Mike Johanns (NE), Roger Wicker (MS), Pat Toomey
(PA), Mark Kirk (IL), and Jerry Moran (KS). Senators Wicker, Toomey, Kirk, and Moran are new to the
committee, with the last three newly elected.

**# Update on RHRA

On January 25, members of the Resident Engagement Group (REG) sent a letter to Representative Keith Ellison
(D-MN) regarding his Rental Housing Revitalization Act (RHRA), which was introduced ncar the end of the
111" session of Congress as H.R. 6468 (sce Memo, 12/3/10). The bill represented the latest in a progression of
proposals to transform HUD's rental assistance programs. Mr. Ellison is expected to introduce an updated bill,
which will incorporate more suggestions from stakeholders, in the coming months.

In 2009, HUD began meeting with stakeholders, including public housing residents and voucher holders, to
discuss what was then referred 1o as Transforming Rental Assistance (TRA). In its FY11 budget request, HUD
sought $350 million for the proposal, which by April 2010 was renamed Preservation, Enhancement and
Transformation of Rental Assistance (PETRA).



The proposal would eventually streamline most HUD rental assistance programs into a single, new program.
The first phase, however, would focus on converting almost 300,000 public housing units into 2 new housing
subsidy program with property-based rental assistance contracts. RHRA, like its predecessors TRA and
PETRA, would encourage public housing agencics to take on private mortgages and use these new resources o
preserve public housing. The breadth of the proposed change, the prospect of public housing agencies taking on
private deby, and the risks that debt represents if loans are not repaid have all sparked considerable debate
within the housing community.

RHRA would allow, but not require, public housing agencies and some assisted housing owners t0 convert their
current subsidy streams to new property-based rental assistance contracts. The new contracts would provide
increased funding to the converted units. This additional funding could then be used to leverage private
resources sufficient to preserve the housing. Funding for public housing has lagged significantly behind need
for decades, causing more than 10,000 public housing units a year to be lost. This bill would put policies and
opportunities in place to arrest such losses, protect tenants, and preserve housing.

The Resident Engagement Group was formed to bring resident perspectives to the RHRA debate, through
meetings with HUD officials and discussion amongst resident stakeholders and their partners. The REG is
facilitated by the National Housing Law Project.

The January 25 letter, signed by residents of public housing, voucher holders, and HUD-assisted multifamily
tenants, reviews the REG's concemns about RHRA. “Throughout our discussions, we have been very concemned
about the idea of mortgaging public housing. While a majority of the REG is adamantly opposed to allowing
mortgage liens on public housing, the group has numerous suggestions for improving and strengthening PETRA
or what is now H.R. 6468.”

The letter acknowledges H.R. 6468’s “significant positive changes™ when compared to HUD’s PETRA
proposal and offers recommendations to improve resident rights and resident participation, public ownership,
permanent long term affordability, one for one replacement, Section 3 applicability, and resident choice.

On January 26, the National Association of Housing and Redevelopment Officials (NAHRO) also sent a letter
to Mr. Ellison on H.R. 6468, emphasizing the significant backlog of public housing operating and capital
subsidies. “There is broad agreement among supporters of public housing that meaningful preservation
solutions are necessary to ensure the continued survival of the portfolio not only as housing available to the
most vulnerable members of our communities but as an essential component of our national infrastructure,”
NARHO CEO Saul Ramirez writes in the letter.

NAHRO’s letter recommends its own public housing preservation proposal over RHRA. NAHRO's proposal
would allow for the voluntary conversion of public housing to either the Section 8 project-based rental
assistance or to project-based Section 8 vouchers, noting Congress's “historical commitment to the full funding
of the Section 8 Project-Based Rental Assistance (PBRA) account,” the “flexible operating environment create
by the Scction 8 PBRA program,” and the “level of comfort in the lending community that the PBRA program
has achieved.”

NAHRO’s letter questions whether rents under RHRA would provide the financial support that many public
housing properties reguire, and takes particular issuc with what NAHRO calls “collateral issues”™ within RHRA:
allowing the HUD secretary to facilitate regional voucher administration, and its resident choice component,
which would allow residents in converted public housing units to choose to move with a voucher.

***New Bills

S. 65, Native Hawaiian Housing

On January 25, Senator Daniel Inouye (D-HI) introduced $.65 to reauthorize Title VIII of the Native American
Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act. This Title gives Congress the authority to appropriate funds
for the construction of low income housing for Native Hawaiians, and provides authority for loan guarantees
associated with the construction of housing that serves Native Hawaiians. “The reauthorization of Title VIII will
support the continuation of efforts to assure that the native people of Hawaii may one day have access to
housing opportunities that are comparable to those now enjoyed by other Americans,” Senator Inouye said upon
the bill’s introduction. While annual appropriations have continued, the formal authorization for funding Title
VIl expired after FY05. Senator Inouye introduced similar legislation in 2007. S. 65 was referred to the Senate
Committee on Indian Affairs.

S. 117, Moving to Work Expansion
On January 25, Senator David Vitter (R-LA) introduced legistation to dramatically expand the number of public

housing agencies participating in HUD's Moving to Work (MTW) demonstration program to at least 250, from
the current 32 PHAs with such status. These “charter” MTW sites would have permanent MTW authority,
unlike the temporary status provided to curtent MTW agencies. Like existing MTW agencies, these charter
agencies could merge their public housing and voucher funds, separate rents from incomes, and serve higher
income houscholds than is currently allowed in either the public housing or voucher programs. NLIHC has long
opposed any expansion of MTW sites because of the potential for unaffordable rents, relaxation of the
programs’ deep income targeting, and shifting of resources without careful oversight to ensure that at least as
many households are being served; and because the demonstration has not been evaluated to determine harmful
impacts on tenants. The bill was referred to the Senate Committee on Banking, Housing and Urban Affairs.

*+* NLIHC Joins Call for Transportation Equity Following State of the Union

Immediately following the State of the Union address on Tuesday, the National Low Income Housing Coalition
joined other members of the Equity Caucus of the Transportation 4 America campaign in issuing a statement to
support the President’s call for greater transportation investments that connect all Americans to
opportunity. The statement also emphasized that these investments must serve everyone, regardless of
income, race, age, disability, or background; create equal access to jobs, training, and contracting
opportunities in the transportation industry; provide transparency on how the moaey is being spent; and
promote healthy, safe, and inclusive communities with housing opportunities for families of all incomes.

NLIHC was joined in signing the statement by a number of other housing organizations including Enterprise
Community Partners, Local Initiatives Support Corporation, National Alliance of Community Economic
Development Associations, National Coalition for Asian Pacific American Community Development, National
Fair Housing Alliance, National Housing Conference, National Housing Trust, and YouthBuild USA. Inall, 70
organizations signed the statement.

#** Updated PIH Notice Provides Voucher Portability Guidance for PHAs

HUD issued an updated Notice (PIH 2011-3) providing guidance to public housing agencies (PHAs) regarding
administrative responsibilitics when households wish to use their Housing Cheice Vouchers in another PHA's
jurisdiction, commonly referred to as “portability.” The new Notice replaces PIH 2008-42 and primarily
concems the technical paperwork and financial bookkeeping responsibilities of both the PHA that originally



issued a voucher and the PHA to which the houschold wishes to relocate. There are a few features of note for
advocates.

A paragraph early in Notice PIH 2011-3 reminds PHAs that they must comply with fair housing laws. This
includes affirmatively furthering fair housing by identifying and addressing impediments to fair housing choice,
“including helping families use their vouchers to move to non-minority concentrated areas both within its
jurisdiction and through portability moves [to other jurisdictions).”

Unlike previous guidance that dealt exclusively with households moving to another PHA’s jurisdiction, PIH
2011-3 also addresses moves within a PHA to a higher cost unit, one for which the PHA would have to pay a
higher subsidy amount to cover the difference between greater rent charged by a private owner and what the
household must pay.

As with previous guidance, a PHA can only deny a household’s request to move to a higher cost area or to a
higher cost unit if the PHA can document that it does not have sufficient funds. The updated Notice adds that
PHAs must establish policies in their Administrative Plans that state the course of action they will take with
households denied portability if sufficient funds do become available.

The penalties for PHAs that improperly deny requests to move on the basis of insufficient funding increased
from a 5% reduction to a 10% reduction in administrative fees for two quarters. However, previous guidance
stated that HUD “will” impose such a sanction, while the new guidance is weakened to state that HUD “may”
impose such a sanction.

*** Rhode Island Advocates Fight to Restore Funding to Affordable Housing Program

As Rhode Island’s FY 12 budget process begins, housing advocates are increasing their push for full restoration
of funding for the state’s main affordable housing program. A coalition of groups, led by Housing Action of
Rhode Island and Rhode Island Coalition for the Homeless, both NLTHC state partners, is emphasizing the
impact affordable housing programs have on the state’s economy.

Created in 2001, the Neighborhood Opportunities Program (NOP) has led to the development of 1,188
affordable homes throughout the state. The program provides funding for new construction, rehabilitation, and
ongoing operation of housing affordable for households eaming 40% or less of the area median income. In
FYO06 and FY07, the NOP was funded at $7.5 million. From FYO8 to FY10, funding was reduced to $2.5
million each year, and in FY11 the program was cut to $1.5 million.

In response to the recent election of Govemor Lincoln Chafee (1), several Rhode Island housing groups have
Joined together to make funding of NOP their top legislative priority. Advocates are using social media tools to
supplement traditional organizing tactics such as canvassing and letter writing. The Govemor’s budget proposal
is expected to be released in early February and advocates are urging NOP funding be restored to $7.5 million.

The coalition has a number of arguments at its disposal in favor of fully funding NOP. Advocates stress that
developers use NOP funds to leverage private investment and other funding seurces such as low income
housing tax credits. They estimate that for every $1 spent by the state in NOP funding, almost $10 in economic
activity is leveraged and point out that the construction and real estate industries account for one in every ten
jobs in Rhode Island. In addition, advocates cite high housing costs faced by Rhode [sland households as
Justification for increasing investment in the NOP.

Further underscoring the importance of full funding for NOP is the fact that Rhode Island’s only other program
for affordable housing construction, Building Homes Rhode Island (BHRI), is in its last year of funding. BHRI
was created from a $50 million bond in 2006 and with bond money running out, an increase in NOP levels is
even more crucial to provide more affordable housing and sustain jobs in the construction industry. Recognizing
the tenuous nature of state appropriations, advocates are beginning to look for dedicated funding sources for
affordable housing. Initiatly, advocates are looking at real estate transfer fees or a deed recordation tax as
possible funding sources.

“It is critical for the state not only to maintain NOP, but to increase funding to $7.5 million annually,” said
Brenda Clement, Executive Director of the Housing Action Coalition of Rhode Island and an NLIHC board
member. “NOP stimulates the economy and creates jobs. If funding is not restored, Rhode Island’s most
vulnerable residents are doubly hit by a loss of economic opportunity, as well as a lack of access to homes they
can afford.”

*** Physician’s Group Links Children’s Healthcore Problems to Unstable Housing

Parents with significant housing cost burdens often forego healthcare and skimp on food, causing significant
health problems and limiting their children’s leaming and early development. This is the finding of a recent
research study of Massachusetts families released on January 11 by Children’s HealthWatch, a non-partisan
pediatric research center that monitors the impact of economic conditions and public policies on the health and
wellbeing of very young children. The researchers propose short- and long-term solutions to increase housing
stability, prevent homelessness, and thereby improve children’s health. Their proposals include increasing the
number of available state and federal rental vouchers, increased funding for LIHEAP, and increasing the supply
of housing affordable to extremely low income households.

HeathWatch focused their study around two questions. First, how are the health and well-being of young
children and mothers in families that are behind on rent different from those living in stable housing? And
second, how are they different from those living in homeless shelters?

Their findings reveal that families in the Commonwealth that are behind on rent are more likely than families
with stable housing to compromise living expenses to pay medical bills and vice versa, have greater food
insecurities, and report more cases of depression. They are also more likely to participate in non-housing
federal assistance programs

Physical, social, and educational deficiencies are also more prevalent in the children of unstably housed
families. Homeless families more frequently reported sacrificing health care for househo!d expenses and
household expenses for medical bills than families having rental payment issues. At the same time, health
conditions are similar between the two groups and reports of depression were actually lower for families living
in shelters,

*w*33 National Organizations Call on White House to Recommend Funding for NHTF in Housing
Finance Reform Report

Representing thousands of organizations in every Congressional district that want the National Housing Trust
Fund (NHTF) capitalized, 33 national housing, civil rights and human needs advocacy groups wrote White
House officials and urged that the forthcoming report on the future of federal housing finance provide dedicated
funding for the NHTF. The January 21 letter was sent to Melody Bames, director of the Domestic Policy
Council, and Gene Sperling, director of the National Economic Council.

Congress intended for Fannie Mac and Freddie Mac to make contributions to the NHTF when it was created in
2008. The Dodd-Frank Act on financial regulatory reform directed the administration 10 issue a report with
recommendations for the next generation of federal housing finance policy by the end of this month. The letter
states that “whatever form Fannie and Freddie take in the future, the obligation to contribute to the National
Housing Trust Fund must be renewed and expanded.”

Echoing comments submitted by NLIHC to the Department of Treasury in 2010 on the same subject (see
Memo, 1/23/10), the groups wrote that “all federally regulated financial institutions, which benefit from the
federal government bearing some of the risk of their transactions, have a similar obligation.”

The letter included new data about the increase in housing need that the NHTF will support (see Memo, 1/7).
NLIHC's analysis of the American Housing Survey shows that the shortage of rental homes, both affordable
and available for extremely low income households, grew from 5.2 to 6 million from 2007 10 2009.

***Plans to Cut Discretionary Funding Proceed in House

On January 19, the House Committee on Rules took another step toward Republican plans to reduce
discretionary spending when it held a hearing on H.R. 38, which would reduce FY 11 non-defense discretionary
spending to FYO08 levels.

The resolution, which the committee approved by a voice vote, neither defines “non-defense discretionary
spending” nor provides a figure for FY08 levels. Representatives Louise Slaughter (D-NY), Jim McGovern (D-
MA) and Christopher Van Hollen (D-MD) spoke against the resolution; they said the committee should not vote
to approve it without considering the actual amount.

By voting on a resolution without a figure, Mr. Van Hollen said committee members would surrender their
accountability by leaving the determination to a single individual, Budget Committee Chair Paul Ryan (R-WI).
Representative David Drier (R-CA) replied that House Republicans await a figure from the Congressional
Budget Office but want to move forward with the resolution now.

The resolution includes an amendment by Representative Timothy Scott (R-SC) allowing funding to go below
FYO08 levels. This would provide Chairman Ryan further autonomy to establish the level.

The House is expected to take up the resolution on January 25, timed to make a symbolic counter point to
President Obama on the day of the State of the Union address.

For the House reselution to have any effect, the Senatc would need to agree to establish FY11 discretionary
funding at FYO8 or lower levels; this is unlikely. The Senate will reconvene on January 25 and begin work on
the FY 11 appropriations process.

The House and Senate must work quickly to craft an appropriations plan. Congress has not yet passed any FY11
appropriations bills, and the federal government is currently funded under a continuing resolution (CR) that
expires on March 4 (sce Memo, 1/14). It must advance depariments’ appropriations bills, come to agreement on
another CR or pass a long term CR to provide FY11 funding and then proceed to consider the FY 12 budget and
appropriations.

After the voice vote in the Rules Commitiee, House Committee on Appropriations Chairman Hal Rogers (R-
KY) said in a released statement, “The message from the American people was crystal clear in this last
election: they want government to spend less, stop undue interference in American lives and businesses, and
take action to create jobs and get our economy moving again. This resolution is a statement that we have heard
this message loud and clear, that we will move immediately to reduce spending to pre-stimulus, pre-bailout
levels, and that deep cuts to a host of government programs will be made.”

“As | have said before, it is my intention to crafl the largest series of spending cuts in the history of Congress.
My committee is working diligently on this right now, and will continue this effort throughout the
appropriations process this year,” Chairman Rogers said.

On January 19, the Republican Study Committee (RSC), which counts more than 165 of the most conservative
House Republicans among its members, released the Spending Reduction Act, which recommends reducing
non-security discretionary spending to FYO08 levels. 1t is expected that the plan will be formally introduced
soon. “Compared to current projections, the Spending Reduction Act would save taxpayers $2.5 trillion through
2021,” according to an RSC press release. “It starts by keeping Housc Republicans’ pledge to take current
spending back to 2008 levels and repeal unspent funds from the failed ‘stimulus’.”

Among the long list of cuts, the RSC plan would eliminate the HOPE VI severely distressed public housing
revitalization program, HUD's entire Community Development Fund, including Community Development
Block Grants (CDBG), and a HUD program providing doctoral dissertation research grants. It also would
eliminate federal spending on Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac and dissolve these enterprises, repeal the Davis
Bacon Act and climinate funding for the Legal Services Corporation and Economic Development
Administration.

***More Housing Bills Are Introduced in 112™ Congress
Several more housing-related bills have been introduced in the first month of the 1 12* Congress.

H.R. 326, The Mobile Home Protection Act of 2011. On January 19, Representative Bob Filner (D-CA)

introduced H.R. 326 to allow low income families that own mobile homes but rent the land on which they are
located to apply Section 8 assistance toward the rental costs. Mr. Filner introduced similar legisiation in the
111" Congress. The bill was referred to the 1lousc Committee on Financial Services.

H.R. 330, The Homebuyer Tax Credit Renewal Act of 2011. Mr. Filner also introduced legislation to extend the
first-time home buyer tax credit for an additional year. The federal $8,000 credit expired in September 2010, by
which time buyers had to complete their home purchases to take advantage of it. The bill was referred to the
House Committec on Ways and Means.

H.R. 378, The Public Housing Drug Elimination Program Reauthorization Act of 2011. Representative Barbara
Lee (D-CA) introduced legislation to reauthorize HUD's public and assisted housing drug elimination program
on January 20. She introduced a similar bill in 2009. H.R. 378 was referred to the House Financial Setrvices
Committee.

s++House Financial Services Committee to Complete Organization, Hold First Hearing on Job Creation
The House Financial Services Committee will meet on January 25 to complete its organization, adopt
resolutions establishing its rules and formally appoint Republican and Democrat members to subcommittecs.

Once the resolutions are adopted, the Subcommittee on Insurance, Housing and Community Opportunity will be
in place. Chaired by Representative Judy Biggert (R-1L), the Republican members are Robert Hurt (VA)
serving as vice chairman, Gary Miller (CA), Shelley Moore Capito (WV), Scott Garrett (NJ), Patrick McHenry
(NC), Lynn Westmoreland (GA), Sean Duffy (WI), Robert Dold (IL), Steve Stivers (OH). Representative Luis
Gutierrez (D-IL) will serve as ranking member; other Democrats on the subcommittee are Maxine Waters (CA),
Nydia Velazquez (NY), Emanuel Cleaver (MO), William Lacy Clay (MO), Mel Watt (NC), Brad Sherman
{CA) and Michael Capuano (MA). Representatives Hurt, Duffy, Dold, and Stivers are new members of
Congress.

On the following day, January 26, the Financial Services Committee will hold its first hearing of the | 2%
Congress. The hearing, titled “Promoting Economic Recovery and Job Creation: The Road Forward,” will
explorc ways 1o promote economic activity and foster job creation. “Sustainable economic growth is our main
objective, and this hearing is just the beginning of our work to ensure govemment is encouraging, not
inhibiting, job creation and economic recovery,” Chairman Spencer Bachus (R-AL) said in the hearing
announcement.



The hearing is to feature economists and private sector experts, though specific witnesses have not yet been
announced. It will begin at 10am in 2128 Raybum House Office Building.

***Exccutive Order Directs Regulatory Reviews (o Include Equity, Human Dignity, Broader Public
Participation

An executive order issued January 18 directs federal agencies to quantify the benefits and costs of regulations
and allows them to consider qualitative values that are difTicult to measure, including “equity, human dignity,
faimess, and distributive impacts.”

Executive Order 13563, “Improving Regulation and Regulatory Review,” supplements a 1993 executive order.
Its public panticipation provisions direct agencices to base regulations on “the open exchange of information and
perspectives,” not only among state, local and tribal officials, but among “experts in relevant disciplines,
affected stakeholders in the private sector and the public as a whole.”

Each agency must develop and submit to the Office of Information and Regulatory AfTairs a preliminary plan to
periodically analyze existing regulations to determinc whether they are outmoded, ineffective, insufficient or
excessively burdensome, and thus should be modified, streamlined, expanded or repealed.

President Obama also issued a memorandum on regulatory compliance. It directs federal agencies to develop
plans to make public information on their regulatory compliance and enforcement activities easily accessible,
downloadable and searchable online. The memorandum notes that the U.S. Department of Labor and
Environmental Protection Agency already have begun to make administrative inspections, examinations,
reviews, warnings, citations and revocations available online at http.//ogesdw dol.gov and hitp:/Avww epa-
echo goviecho, respectively.

***HUD Issues Advance Notice of Proposed LGBT Anti-Discrimination Rule

HUD has announced proposed changes to program regulations to ensure equal access to housing regardless of
sexual orientation or gender identity.

Currently, HUD requires recipients of discretionary funds to comply with local and state non-discrimination
laws that cover sexual orientation or gender identity (see Memio, 6/11/10). In a January 20 media rclcasc, the
department sought comment on definitional changes and lists. A proposed rule is expected to be published in
the Federal Register on January 24. Specific changes would do the following:

* Prohibit lenders from using actual or perceived sexual orientation or gender identity as a basis to determine
a borrower’s eligibility for Federal Housing Administration-insured mortgages or alter their terms.

o Clarify that eligible families may not be excluded from participation in HUD programs because onc or more
members are or are perceived as a lesbian, gay, bi-sexual or transgender (LGBT) individual or in an LGBT
relationship.

* Prohibit HUD-assisted housing owners and operators from asking about an occupant’s or applicant’s sexual
orientation or gender identity, regardless of whether a unit is renter or owner occupied.

In the advance notice’s background section, HUD referenced evidence suggesting that LGBT individuals and
families do not have equal access to housing. It cited a 2007 Michigan Fair Housing Center study, which found
disparate treatment in 32 out of 120 fair housing tests, as well as a National Center for Transgender Equality
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and National Gay and Lesbian Task Force survey, which indicated significant levels of housing instability for
transgender people.

HUD also announced that it will conduct a national study of discrimination against members of the LGBT
community in the rental and sale of homes.

**+0Ohio Advocates Launch Campaign to Protect State Trust Fund Dollars

As Ohio confronts an $8-10 billion deficit in its 2011-2012 biannua! budget, the Ohio Housing Trust Fund
(OHTF) faces an unprecedented funding threat. To protect it, the Coalition on Housing and Homelessness in
Ohio (COHHIO), an NLIHC state partner, has launched a campaign to educate legislators on the trust fund's
successes over the past 20 years, and urge them to keep its budget intact. Governor John Kasich will introduce
his budget in March.

The severity of the state’s budget woes came into sharp focus last year. As legislators vowed to leave no stone
untumcd to close the budget gap, COHHIO immediately mounted a multilayered strategy to ensure that
OHTF’s dedicated funding source — document recording fees — is not targeted. The organization has developed
information on the budget crisis’ potential threat to OHTF funding and facts about the trust fund’s impact in
each state district.

Given the significant shift in power from Democrats to Republicans in the Ohio legislature, COHHIO is
supporting advocates as they urge newly elected legislators and key leaders to support OHTF. For example,
COHHIO is circulating template letters that advocates can usc to welcome new legislators and inform them the
trust fund has the ability to create jobs, place money in local communities’ hands, positively affect every
county, and support rural housing.

In September, COHHIO held training for advocates in partnership with the Ohio Association of Area Agencies
on Aging, Ohio Association for Community Action Agencies, Habitat for Humanity of Ohio and the Ohio CDC
Association. It featured a workshop conducted by NLIHC Board member Mary Brooks and Michael Anderson,
both stafT at the Center for Community Change. The event highlighted effective state trust fund advocacy
efforts, provided talking points for legislative meetings, and offered strategies to convey messages effectively.

COHHIO also hosted a December webinar that prepared advocates to meet with lawmakers. It provided
historical information on OHTF, facts on the budget crisis and details on the legislature’s new leadership. Using
a media approach to support advocates’ work, COHHIO is working 10 generate positive news coverage for trust
fund projects, as well. For example, a recent newspaper article showcased WSOS Community Action, a local
organization serving Wood, Sandusky, Ottawa and Seneca countics, which received $476,000 to serve homeless
residents.



Advocates believe that keeping OHTF funding intact is more critical than ever as recent reports show a rise in
homelessness and housing needs across Ohio. Miami Valley's primary family shelter saw a 35% increase in
occupancy during the first two weeks of November 2010, compared to the same period in 2009. In September,
275 men with no prior experience with homelessness entered Cuyahoga County’s largest shelter. And, the
waiting lists for Section 8 housing vouchers have swelled to 1,631 applicants in Cincinnati, 2,905 in Cleveland
and 7,601 in Columbus. Waiting lists are now closed 1o new applicants in all three cities.

COHHIO is working with corporate, nonprofit, advocacy and faith-based groups statewide that may not have
direct ties to the trust fund but have an interest in protecting homeless and affordable housing initiatives.
Advocates hope the two-pronged approach of educating lawmakers on the program’s positive impact and
supporting a balanced approach to state budgeting will preserve the OHTF budget.

“The priority of the OHTF has always been to direct funds to those most in need,” said Bill Faith, COOHIO’s
execulive director, “It’s a unique funding source that becomes even more important when social service safety
net programs are cut to the bone. It’s worth everything we’ve got to protect it.”

#~+Literature Review Looks at Potential Economic Impacts of Affordable Housing

Affordable housing investment strengthens local spending and employment and provides an important revenue
source for local governments, according to a literature review released this month by the Center for Housing
Policy.

The review, The Role of Affordable Housing in Creating Jobs and Stimulating Development, summarizes the
ways that affordable housing production and programs can impact economic growth, employment and
communities’ fiscal health, Its authors examined three strands of the literature, the first two encompassing more
traditional analyses of housing impacts and the third dealing with the effects of affordable home ownership
programs on reduced foreclosure rates.

The first strand concemns the direct, indirect and induced effects of building additional housing or providing
tenant assistance; this research uses models of national or local economies. Direct effects result from spending
on materials and wages. Indirect ones occur when suppliers increase spending as a result of a construction
project. Induced effects happen when local laborers and workers increase their own spending as a result of
better employment or wages. The National Association of Home Builders® assessment of the LIHTC program is
the primary source for this section, though the review cites several other local studies.

The second strand in the traditional literature concerns fiscal impact analysis, a frequently used decision making
tool that estimates the costs and revenues that local governments experience as a result of new development - in
this case, affordable housing development. Contrary to popular expectations, the literature finds that affordable
housing enhances local tax revenue. Another area concerns the costs of serving additional low and moderate
income homes, and other fiscal impacts like increased spending and sales taxes. This is an important
consideration as low income residents that spend less on housing are likely to spend more on needed goods and
sServices.

Following the first two sections, the review summarized less cited impacts, including those that affordable
home ownership programs have on reduced foreclosure rates — thus reducing municipal costs associated with
foreclosures — and those that housing affordability has on a locality’s economic competitiveness.

The reviewers conclude that this issue warrants further research on the “spillover” effects of affordable housing,
which are additional investments in surrounding properties spurred by the investment in housing itself.
